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COMPLAINT 

1. Plaintiffs NADINE and KEITH NAGANO (“Naganos”), RYAN and BRENDA 

HILL (“Hills”), and REGINALD KEANU (“Keanu”) (collectively, “Plaintiffs”) in their 

individual and representative capacities and on behalf of a Class of all persons similarly situated, 

by their undersigned attorneys, file this Master Amended Complaint, alleging the following upon 

information and belief. 

INTRODUCTION 

2. Plaintiffs and the members of the Court-certified Class own more than 4,000 homes  

throughout Hawai‘i that Defendants D.R. Horton, Inc., D.R. Horton Hawai‘i LLC, and D.R. 

Horton-Schuler Homes, LLC and/or their agents (collectively, “Horton”) developed and sold 

with defective high-wind protection systems, by selecting, specifying, using, and causing 

installation of defective galvanized metal sill tracks, galvanized metal embedded shot pins, 

and/or galvanized metal embedded anchors in contact with and proximity to foundations 

(“Galvanized Metal Foundation Components”) as critical components in the wind and seismic 

protection systems in Plaintiffs’ homes and in the homes of all of the Class Members (“Class 

Homes”). The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components have irreversibly corroded and will 

continue to corrode irreversibly, compromising the wind and seismic protection systems in 

Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes and compromising the homes’ structural integrity. 

3. As a direct result of these defects, Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes have 

and will have insufficient and/or diminishing strength to adequately connect the structural 

elements of the Class Homes to their foundations.  

4. Also as a direct result of these defects, Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes 

have and will have damage to their concrete foundations.  

5. Horton’s defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components are major 

structural defects that already contain corroded, damaged critical components that have 

weakened the wind and seismic protection systems in Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes and 

that will continue to weaken the wind and seismic protection systems in Plaintiffs’ homes and 
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the Class Homes, endangering lives, safety, and real and personal property.  

6. Horton’s defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components also already have 

diminished the value of Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes. 

7. Horton’s defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components have also exposed 

and will continue to expose Plaintiffs, the Class, and others to future injuries, including but not 

limited to additional weakening of their wind and seismic protection systems’ critical 

components, additional concrete foundation damage, the very real risk that their homes will be 

unable to withstand high wind and/or seismic events, and additional diminution in value of their 

homes. All Class Homes remain vulnerable to the risks of catastrophic damage when exposed to 

major wind or seismic events. 

PARTIES 

8. Plaintiffs Nadine and Keith Nagano own a single-family residence located at 404 

Kuehu Street, Kapolei, Hawaii 96707 on the Island of O‘ahu, City and County of Honolulu. This 

is a Class Home.   

9. Plaintiffs Brenda and Ryan Hill own a single-family residence located at 1283 

Kukulu Street, Kapolei, Hawaii 96707 on the Island of O‘ahu, City and County of Honolulu. 

This is a Class Home.   

10. Plaintiff Reginal Keanu owns a single-family residence located at 412 Kuehu 

Street, Kapolei, Hawaii 96707, on the Island of O‘ahu, City and County of Honolulu. This is a 

Class Home.  

11. On December 28, 2023, the Court entered its operative Second Amended Order 

Granting Plaintiffs’ Motion for Class Certification and certified the following Class: 
 
All individuals and entities that own or represent owners of residential homes, 
condominiums, and townhomes in Hawai‘i sold by Horton and that were built 
with any Galvanized Metal Foundation Components (galvanized metal sill tracks, 
galvanized metal embedded shot pins, and/or galvanized metal embedded 
anchors, all of which are in contact with and proximity to foundations). 
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This Class definition specifically excludes individual and entity owners of all 
Horton homes built with all models of Simpson HD Strap-Tie Holdowns and 
MAS Mudsill Anchors who are already members of the certified Class and 
Subclass in Townsend N. Takushi and Joanne E. Brykczynski Living Trust v. D.R. 
Horton, Inc., et al., State of Hawai‘i Circuit Court of the First Circuit Civil No. 

18-1-1748-10 GWBC. 

12. The Court terminated H.R.S. § 672E proceedings on September 5, 2025 and 

ordered that owners who did not register for inspections—whether Horton intended to conduct 

them or not and notwithstanding that the Court certified an opt-out Class—are dismissed from 

the Class. Thereafter, the Class identified 682 homes for which it received no registrations for 

which claims are to be dismissed without prejudice from the Class upon the Court’s entry of an 

order that Horton has not yet proposed to Class Counsel. 

13. At this juncture, the Class has identified at least 4,020 homes that will remain in 

the Class after the Court enters its order dismissing the 682 homes for which Class Counsel 

received no registrations. However, the Class Home count may be substantially higher. 

Throughout the H.R.S. § 672E process and in discovery, the Class demanded that Horton 

identify all homes in the Class, but Horton has still not produced a Class Home list that it 

purports to be accurate and complete. The Class has identified a few additional sizeable projects 

for which Horton never demanded H.R.S. § 672E inspections; never produced home lists; and 

produced selective documents. From public sales data and Horton’s prior filings indicating that it 

started selling homes that do not qualify for the Class in January 2025, there may still be many 

more homes in the Class. 

14. Plaintiffs are informed and believe that Horton is doing business in the State of 

Hawai‘i and that Defendants D.R. Horton Hawai‘i LLC, and D.R. Horton-Schuler Homes, LLC 

have their principal places of business in the City and County of Honolulu, State of Hawai‘i. 

Plaintiffs are further informed and believe that Horton and/or predecessors it acquired are and 

were the developers, sellers and warrantors of Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes. Horton 

developed, caused to be built, and/or sold the Class Homes to Plaintiffs, Class Members, and/or 

the Class Members’ predecessors from whom Class Members purchased their homes. 
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15. Plaintiffs have reviewed available public and other records to ascertain the true 

and full names and identities of all defendants in this action, but Plaintiffs have no further 

knowledge or information at this time regarding all responsible parties and is unable to ascertain 

the identity of defendants in this action designated as Does 1–10; Doe Partnerships 1–10; Doe 

Corporations 1–10; Doe Governmental Agencies 1–10 and Doe Associations 1–10 (collectively, 

“Doe Defendants”). The Doe Defendants are sued herein under fictitious names because their 

true names and identities are unknown to Plaintiffs, except that they may be connected in some 

manner with Horton, such as acting as agents, servants, employees, employers, representatives, 

co-venturers, associates, or independent contractors and/or were, in some manner presently 

unknown to the Plaintiffs, engaged in activities, such as designing, manufacturing, selling, 

distributing, installing and/or providing materials and/or services for the building of Class 

Homes in residential projects which may be identified herein. The Doe Defendants’ true names, 

identities, capacities, activities and/or responsibilities are presently unknown to Plaintiffs or their 

attorneys. Plaintiffs pray for leave to amend this Complaint to show the Doe Defendants’ true 

names, capacities, activities and/or responsibilities when Plaintiffs have discovered this 

information. 

JURISDICTION 

16. All incidents described herein took place in Hawai‘i, within the jurisdiction of the 

Circuit Court of the First Circuit, State of Hawai‘i, and the amount in controversy meets or 

exceeds the jurisdictional limit of this Court pursuant to HRS § 603-36.  

FACTUAL & PROCEDURAL BACKGROUND 

The Importance of and Requirements for Wind and Seismic Protection in the Class Homes 

17. Each year, Hawai‘i remains vulnerable to deadly hurricanes. Multiple hurricanes, 

cyclones, and/or tropical storms threaten Hawai‘i annually. These storms can destroy homes and 

take lives. In 1992, Hurricane Iniki caused roughly $2 billion in property damage and killed six 

people on Kauai. Of course, storms can be even more destructive. Hurricane Katrina and its 

aftermath claimed the lives of more than 1,800 people and caused over $100 billion in property 
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damage.  

18. Since 2000, more than 56 hurricanes, tropical storms, and/or their remnants have 

either impacted or nearly impacted Hawai‘i, 29 of which took place between 2010 and 2020, and 

eight of which occurred since 2020. In recent years, dozens of hurricanes or tropical storms made 

landfall or passed within miles of Hawai‘i’s shores, exposing Class Homes to gusty winds, 

strong winds, and/or high winds according to the US Geological Survey, among other sources. In 

2011, FEMA characterized Hawaii as a “hurricane susceptible region.”  

19. Structural wind protection systems rely on, among other features, connecting 

home framing members to their foundations. Wind protection systems tie together the structures 

of homes and anchor homes to their foundations to improve their wind resistance dramatically. A 

document entitled “Coastal Flood and Wind Event Summaries” that the Federal Emergency 

Management Agency (“FEMA”) prepared found that “[i]nadequately designed roofs and roof-to-

wall connections” and “[d]eterioration of building components, principally due to . . . corrosion 

of metals” “contributed to the observed wind damage.”  

20. Wind protection systems, which necessarily include embedded connectors, 

embedded anchors, and horizontal sill tracks, create continuous load paths to secure homes to 

their foundations. Embedded connectors, embedded anchors, and sill tracks are critical 

components to wind protection systems because they work together to connect the roof, framing, 

walls, and doors to concrete foundations. Wind protection systems only work when their 

components are connected, performing as designed, manufactured, specified, and intended, and 

strong enough to transfer both the exterior and interior wind forces against homes down into the 

home’s foundations. Wind protection systems are intended to last for the entire service lives of 

the homes in which they are installed. 

21. FEMA also designates Hawai‘i as having Very High Hazard to Moderate Hazard 

seismic risks. Therefore, many of the same components used in wind protection systems also 

serve to protect Hawai‘i homes from seismic risks.  
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22. Seismic protection systems also necessarily include embedded connectors, 

embedded anchors, and horizontal sill tracks, to secure homes to their foundations. Embedded 

connectors, embedded anchors, and sill tracks are critical components to seismic protection 

systems because they work together to connect the roof, framing, walls, and doors to concrete 

foundations. Just like wind protection systems, seismic protection systems only work when their 

components are connected, performing as designed, manufactured, specified, and intended, and 

strong enough to resist seismic forces against homes. Also like wind protection systems, seismic 

protection systems are intended to last for the entire service lives of the homes in which they are 

installed.  

23. The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components here are designed to protect 

Plaintiffs’ homes and Class Homes from both wind and, where required, seismic risks. 

24. Since the early 2000s, Horton began selecting, specifying, using, and installing 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in single family and condominium Class Homes, 

including Plaintiffs’ homes. By design, the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components were 

hidden in construction from Class Members. Absent removing many layers of building products 

that conceal them and extracting the products, Galvanized Metal Foundation Components only 

reveal themselves when their defects manifest on the visible exteriors of their foundations, which 

usually takes years after completion of construction. Thus, typical homeowners have little to no 

knowledge about the defects in Galvanized Metal Foundation Components, let alone that the 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Components are even installed in their wall cavities. 
 

Horton’s Extensive Knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation Component Corrosion in 

Hawai‘i Through its Clean and Patch Program 

25. From at least the late 1990s to middle 2010s, Horton built and sold thousands of  

Hawai‘i homes with framing anchored to foundations by structural components that included 

combinations of HD Strap-Tie Holdowns and MAS Mudsill Anchors (“Straps”) manufactured by 

Simpson Strong-Tie Co., Inc. and Simpson Manufacturing Co., Inc. (“Simpson”, powder-

actuated shot pins (“Shot Pins”), and, primarily on O‘ahu, metal sill tracks (“Metal Sill Tracks”). 
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Horton used standard galvanized steel Straps and Shot Pins, embedded those anchors directly 

into the concrete foundations and did nothing in design or construction to protect those 

components from the moisture and salt that are endemic to Hawai‘i. Horton’s Metal Sill Tracks 

were also manufactured from standard galvanized steel, to which Horton’s contractors rolled on 

a thin layer of liquid mastic prior to installing them on top of the foundations. 

26. These Galvanized Metal Foundation Components are concealed by design inside 

foundation concrete and behind layers of exterior cladding, shear walls, vapor barriers, and 

starter strips. Unless they are in a state of complete failure, metal foundation components are 

invisible in finished homes. Metal framing and foundation attachments require no homeowner 

maintenance and are not supposed to degrade or be changed out over time. They are designed 

and intended to last the entire service life of a home. Thus, the average homebuyer or 

homeowner cannot see these products.  

27. In fact, the inspection, destructive testing, and repair of prematurely corroding 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Components requires removing the exterior cladding from a home, 

stripping any starter strip, and cutting and lifting the vapor barrier to expose the wall cavity 

where the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components are housed. Thus, homeowners of Horton 

homes in Hawai‘i did not know, discover, or have reason to know about their defective 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Components.  

28. But since at least 2008, Horton was aware that galvanized Straps were severely 

corroding in its Hawai‘i homes. At that time, Strap corrosion in Horton’s Hawai‘i homes was 

severe enough for Horton’s then-Senior Vice President and Construction Manager Alan Labbe to 

conclude and tell Simpson’s regional sales representative, “I hate these holdowns” in response to 

a Strap corrosion complaint. Exhibit 1. Based on Horton’s knowledge of Strap corrosion at that 

time, Mr. Labbe decided to “push[] to change future projects” to stop using Straps. Id. 

Notwithstanding this knowledge, Horton continued to use Straps in Hawai‘i homes sold through 

April 2014. 
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29. In October 2009, Simpson documented that Strap corrosion continued to manifest 

in “many [Horton] houses,” in addition to manifesting in multiple large Hawai‘i developments 

that were also built with Straps. See Exhibit 2. In an October 24, 2009 email, Tim Waite, 

Simpson’s Senior Territory Manger for Hawai‘i for decades, transmitted an inspection report 

from a Horton home located at 91-1557 Wahane Street in Kapolei, Hawai‘i that he “conducted 

for DR Horton.” Mr. Waite stated, “This is the first home outside of Ocean Pointe that I have 

inspected showing a similar problem. Dave Sherman of DR Horton told me he has seen this on 

many houses. He might be a good person to meet with when your team comes to Hawaii.” Id. 

Horton’s and Simpson’s inspections at 91-1557 Wahane Street also documented corrosion in the 

Metal Sill. Exhibit 3. 

30. The 2009 Horton and Simpson inspections at 91-1557 Wahane Street wound up 

being the first of what became hundreds of deficient Strap warranty inspections and repairs on 

Horton homes across Hawai‘i and on which Horton and Simpson colluded for approximately 13 

years. See Exhibit 4, pp. 8–15 (Horton Responses to RFAI Nos. 6–13) & Exhibit A (Horton 

Warranty Spreadsheet).  

31. In a lengthy, but failed, attempt to artificially reduce their exposure to 

homeowners, Horton and Simpson colluded from 2009 to July 25, 2022 on a piecemeal Strap 

inspection and repair process that only partially exposed, selectively repaired, and concealed 

from homeowners the severe corrosion in Straps that Simpson manufactured (“Clean and Patch 

Program”). For inspections and repairs on the Straps, the Clean and Patch Program entailed 

Horton’s and/or Simpson’s (1) walkaround inspections without removing siding, shear walls, 

starter strips, or vapor barriers that concealed all galvanized metal foundation components; 

(2) selection of only the most severely corroded Straps for concrete chipping to expose only 

inches of their metal surfaces; (3) leaving many chipped Straps in place after “clean[ing] the rust 

off the strap until it is bare steel” and covering them with patch material; and (4) cutting out only 

the most severely corroded chipped Straps and installing new epoxy-set anchors. E.g. Exhibit 5; 

see also e.g. photographs of Clean and Patch Program homes at Exhibit 7, p. 18 (92-455 Hoanu), 
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p. 73 (91-534 Oawa), p. 119 (92-2071 Kulihi), p. 125 (87-1035 Anaha), p. 130 (87-1008 

Konini), & p. 188 (87-1136 Anaha). 

32. Also during this program, Horton discovered—but largely ignored and concealed 

from homeowners—severe Metal Sill Track corrosion. This was likely because Horton could not 

shift Metal Sill Track warranty costs to Simpson, since Simpson neither manufactured nor 

warranted Metal Sill Tracks. There is no evidence that Horton made meaningful structural 

repairs to a single home with Metal Sill Tracks in the Clean and Patch Program, even when its 

structural engineers recommended Metal Sill Track repairs (e.g. Exhibit 3), and even when 

homeowners like owners of 91-1557 Wahane Street made inquiries like, “exterior bottom track 

frame around the house was rusted and seal (painted) Will rust be an on going issue underneath 

our home . . . and do we have warranty coverage on the frame?” (e.g. Exhibit 6).  

33. Notwithstanding what Horton knew and repeatedly confirmed from inspections, 

Horton and Simpson doubled down on its Clean and Patch Program as warranty claims for 

corrosion in galvanized metal foundation components multiplied, particularly after two earlier 

class actions were filed against Horton over Strap and Metal Sill Track corrosion: (1) Vitale v. 

D.R. Horton, Inc., et al., First Circuit Court, State of Hawai‘i Civil No. 15-1-1347-07 ECN 

(“Vitale”) in 2015; and (2) the Vitale spinoff, Townsend N. Takushi and Joanne Brykczynski 

Living Trust, et al., v. D.R. Horton, Inc., et al., First Circuit Court, State of Hawai‘i Civil No. 1-

CC-18-1748-10 GWBC (“Takushi”), in 2018. 

34. Ultimately, Horton continued its Clean and Patch Program until July 25, 2022, 

throughout which it breached its warranties and violated Hawai‘i consumer protection laws by 

leaving Straps, Strap remnants, and Metal Sill Tracks irreversibly corroding in its homes, 

concealing ongoing corrosion from homeowners. In total, Horton and Simpson inadequately 

processed warranty claims on hundreds of homes on O‘ahu, Maui, and the Big Island, about half 

of which had Metal Sill Tracks. See Exhibit 4.

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Horton’s Additional, Extensive Knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation Component 

Corrosion in Hawai‘i Through Its Takushi H.R.S. § 672E Inspections 

35. In another attempt to artificially limit its exposure for galvanized Strap and Metal 

Sill Track defects at issue in Takushi, Horton invoked the Contractor Repair Act, H.R.S. § 672E, 

demanded to inspect the more than 2,000 class homes at issue there, and asked the Court to 

dismiss all class homes that it failed to inspect.  

36. From June 2022 to March 2023, the owners of nearly 600 Takushi class homes 

rose to meet Horton’s challenge. To inspect the vast majority of these homes, Horton opened up 

at least two walls to expose dozens of lineal feet of the wall cavities, chipped and sampled 

multiple Strap samples, and, for homes it built with Metal Sill Tracks, cut out multiple Metal Sill 

Track Samples. See Exhibit 7. Every day Horton conducted its H.R.S. § 672E inspections in 

Takushi, most of the homes it inspected reinforced what was already obvious from its Clean and 

Patch Program: Hawai‘i’s concrete environment is highly corrosive and irreversibly damages 

galvanized metal foundation components decades before the expiration of their service lives in 

Horton homes. 

37. In addition, more than 200 of the Takushi class homes that Horton insisted on 

inspecting pursuant to H.R.S. § 672E were homes that Horton and Simpson previously subjected 

to Horton’s Clean and Patch Program. Horton’s H.R.S. § 672E inspections of homes it 

previously processed in its Clean and Patch Program only further demonstrated that Horton’s 

Clean and Patch Program breached its warranties, especially in homes with Metal Sill Tracks. 

See e.g. Exhibit 7, p. 18 (92-455 Hoanu), p. 73 (91-534 Oawa), p. 119 (92-2071 Kulihi), p. 125 

(87-1035 Anaha), p. 130 (87-1008 Konini), & p. 188 (87-1136 Anaha). 

38. The Takushi Court eventually found Horton’s H.R.S. § 672E inspections were 

causing delay and ended inspections after nearly one year.

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Publicly Available Information About Galvanized Metal Foundation Component Corrosion in 
Hawai‘i 

39. Since 2009, homeowners have filed multiple lawsuits about corroding metal 

foundation components in thousands of homes across the state against Hawai‘i builders and 

Simpson. 

40. In 2009, Alvarez v. Haseko Homes, Inc., State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit Court, 

Case No. 09-1-1932-08 JJK, was filed. Alvarez was Hawai‘i’s first class action for Strap 

corrosion and against one of Hawai‘i’s largest builders and Simpson. 

41. In 2011, Nishimura v. Gentry Homes, Ltd., State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit Court, 

Case No. 11-1-1522-07 RAN, was filed. Nishimura was Hawai‘i’s second class action for Strap 

corrosion and against another one of Hawai‘i’s largest builders and Simpson. 

42. In 2012, Mitsuoka v. Haseko Homes, Inc., State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit Court, 

Case No. 12-1-3020-11 SMK, was filed. Mitsuoka was Hawai‘i’s first class action for Shot Pin 

corrosion and against some of the same builders in Alvarez. 

43. In 2015, Vitale, was filed. Those claims were re-filed in Takushi in 2018. Takushi 

is Hawai‘i’s third class action for Strap corrosion and first class action for Metal Sill Track 

corrosion. Both Vitale and Takushi were against Horton. 

44. In 2021, Zaloudek v. Haseko Homes, Inc., et al., State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit 

Court, Case No. 1CCV-21-993 JJK, was filed. Zaloudek was Hawai‘i’s second class action for 

Shot Pin corrosion and against some of the same builders in Alvarez and Mitsuoka. 

45. In addition, Simpson’s own warnings about corrosion in Hawai‘i have 

documented what builders, especially Horton, already knew from their own experience. By 2011, 

Strap corrosion in Hawai‘i’s largest developments was so widespread and known in the building 

trades that Simpson had no choice but to issue a statewide warning against using Straps on 

March 7, 2011. Exhibit 8. Simpson advised its customers, including Horton, that it “has become 

aware of problems regarding concrete spalling and corrosion of embedded products around the 

perimeter of some homes in O‘ahu, Hawai‘i;” identified Hawai‘i’s environment as a possible 
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cause; and recommended that builders use “interior holdown products as alternatives . . . .” Id. 

46. No doubt drawing from Simpson’s extensive experience in Horton’s Clean and 

Patch Program and from the various Hawai‘i class actions about failures in galvanized steel 

foundation components, Simpson subsequently broadened its Hawai‘i corrosion warnings to 

reflect what builders like Horton learned from their own homes since the 2000s: 
 

• That homes are experiencing “corrosion around the perimeter of some slab-
on-grade foundations [throughout] the State of Hawaii,” as opposed to on only 
O‘ahu; 
 

• That corrosion was occurring in all “steel products that are made by multiple 

manufacturers, and which are either in contact with, or embedded in, the 
concrete [in Hawai‘i],” as opposed to only Straps; 
 

• That “the local environment, and construction practices and materials, 

including quality and composition of the concrete” are “factors that may 

contribute to the corrosion of steel products in contact with, or embedded in, 
some concrete slabs in Hawaii;” 
 

• That the specific steel foundation products “experiencing accelerated 

corrosion” in Hawai‘i are “bottom CFS tracks [(which are Metal Sill Tracks)], 

anchor bolts, reinforcing bar, and steel straps [(which are Straps)] and anchors 
[(which include Titen Anchors)];” 
 

• That “[m]any environments and materials can contribute to corrosion, 
including ocean salt air, condensation, duration of wetness, chlorides, sulfates, 
preservative-treated wood, dissimilar metals, soils, and more;” 
 

• That “[a] product intended and installed for use in a dry-service environment 
may corrode if the structure design or building materials allow moisture 
intrusion, or expose the product to corrosive conditions, such as moisture or 
chemicals contained in the construction materials, soils, or atmospheres;” 
 

• That “[s]pecifiers should also take into consideration specifying the 

appropriate design mix for the concrete foundation and follow the durability 
provisions of the latest building code and the standards set forth by the 
American Concrete Institute;” and 
 

• That “[c]hloride deposition rates for Hawaii should be considered as well as 

chloride content in the soils. 

Exhibit 9. 
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47. Finally, as further proof that corrosion in at least Straps and Metal Sill Tracks in 

Hawai‘i was so widespread and known in the building trades, Hawai‘i’s governments stepped in 

to try to prevent corrosion in metal components in contact with Hawai‘i’s corrosive foundations.  

48. By 2020, the City and County of Honolulu adopted ROH 1904.3 and 2203.2.1, 

which mandated: 
 
1904.3 Concrete Strap-Type Anchors. Concrete strap-type anchors made out of 
cold-formed steel shall not be used along the perimeter edges of a slab on grade 
where the steel does not have at least 1-1/2 inches side cover or other adequate 
protection. 
… 
 
2203.2.1. Protection of Sill Track. Residential load bearing framing members 
that are in direct contact with moisture from the slab on grade or from the outdoor 
climate shall be adequately shielded with additional corrosion protection or 
manufactured from a material not susceptible to corrosion. The exterior face of 
the sill track shall also be protected. 
 

Exhibit 10, pp. 16-61–16-62. 

49.   Shortly thereafter, the State of Hawai‘i went even further in the Hawaii State 

Building Code, mandating that “each county in the State of Hawaii must amend and adopt” the 

following code revisions: 

 
40. Concrete strap type anchors. Section 1904.3 is added to read as follows: 
“1904.3 Concrete Strap Type Anchors. Concrete strap-type anchors made out of 
cold-formed steel shall not be used along the perimeter edges of a slab on grade 
where the steel does not have at least 1-1/2 inches side cover or other adequate 
protection”. 
… 
 
45. Protection of sill track. Section 2203.2 is added to read as follows: “2203.2 

Protection of Sill Track. Cold formed steel framing sills that directly bear on 
concrete or masonry that is in direct contact with earth shall be shielded along the 
exterior flange and bottom of the sill track with a self-adhered rubberized asphalt 
flashing material with a minimum thickness of 25 mil (0.64 mm) or other 
moisture barrier conforming to ASTM D412, D570, and E96/E96M.” 
 

Exhibit 11, pp. 14–15. 
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50. Thus, Hawai‘i’s major builders, including Horton, knew that Hawai‘i concrete 

foundations are corrosive environments long before Horton sold the Class Homes. 
 
Horton’s Continuing Use of Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in the Class Homes, 

Notwithstanding Its Extensive Knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation Component 
Corrosion in Hawai‘i 

51. Between approximately 2010 and 2014, Horton gradually phased out Straps for 

foundation anchors in its projects across Hawai‘i and sold its last Strap homes in April 2014.  

52. To replace the structural capacities for which it previously used Straps, Horton 

used systems with epoxy-set anchors and galvanized Simpson Titen HD Screws (“Titen 

Anchors”). While the epoxy in properly installed epoxy-set anchors offers some barrier between 

those types of anchors and concrete foundations, nothing protected Horton’s galvanized Titen 

Anchors from Hawai‘i’s corrosive concrete foundations.  

53. By design and per Simpson’s installation instructions, Horton drilled galvanized 

Titen Anchors into concrete foundations, embedding them in direct contact with the foundations: 
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54. Although Titen Anchor installation methods differ from Strap installation 

methods, they suffer the same fundamental defects in finished homes—both are galvanized steel 

embedded in and in direct contact with Hawai‘i’s corrosive foundation concrete: 

 

  

55. Horton’s galvanized Titen Anchor systems also incorporated galvanized Shot Pins 

to provide additional specified structural capacity. Just like the Straps and Titen Anchors, Horton 

installed galvanized Shot Pins by embedding them in direct contact with Hawai‘i’s corrosive 

concrete foundations: 
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56. Finally, Horton has not materially modified its installation of galvanized Metal 

Sill Tracks to adequately protect them from Hawai‘i’s corrosive concrete foundations. Although 

Horton repeatedly observed corroding Metal Sill Tracks in its warranty inspections starting at 

91-1557 Wahane in 2009 and, later, in hundreds of Takushi H.R.S. § 672E inspections, Horton 

continued selling homes with only mastic paint on their galvanized Metal Sill Tracks until well 

into the 2020s. 

57. From 2010 until at least 2023, Horton built and sold thousands of single-family 

homes and condominium units with Galvanized Metal Foundation Components—galvanized 

Metal Sill Tracks, galvanized Shot Pins, and galvanized Titen Anchors—all of which are in 

contact with and proximity to Hawai‘i’s corrosive concrete foundations.  

58. After decades of selling homes with galvanized metal foundation components that 

are corroding and prone to further corrosion, Horton finally started selling its first homes built 

with wood framing and stainless-steel foundation anchors at the foundation level in January 

2025. 
 
Horton’s Additional, Extensive Knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation Component 

Corrosion in the Class Homes Through Its H.R.S. § 672E Inspections of Plaintiffs’ Homes 

and the Class Homes 

59. On June 24, 2021, the Naganos and Hills transmitted their Notice of Claims of 

Construction Defects Under HRS Chapter 672 to Horton on “behalf of themselves and the 

putative class consisting of all individuals and entities that own or represent owners of residential 

homes, condominiums, and townhomes (collectively “homes”) in Hawai`i sold by D.R. Horton 

Hawaii LLC and D.R. Horton-Schuler LLC and that were constructed with Titen HD Screw 

Anchors, zinc-plated, including but not limited to Titen Model THDS0400420, as a structural 

attachment of the home’s foundation system.” 

60. On July 2, 2021, the Naganos and Hills filed Nagano v. D.R. Horton, Inc., et al., 

State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit Court, Case No. 1CCV-21-867 KTM. On August 27, 2021, Keanu 

filed Keanu v. D.R. Horton, Inc., et al., State of Hawai‘i, First Circuit Court, Case No. 1CCV-21-
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1060 KTM. Both complaints gave Horton additional, reasonable notice of the defects and claims 

asserted on behalf of the Class herein. 

61. On October 11, 2021, Keanu transmitted to Horton his HRS § 672E Notice of 

Construction Defect Claim “on behalf of himself, the putative class of owners and associations 

of owners described in Exhibit A” and attached the original Keanu complaint. 

62. On August 5, 2022, Plaintiffs transmitted to Horton their Fourth Amended HRS § 

672E Notice of Construction Defect Claim on behalf of themselves and the putative classes 

alleged in the Nagano and Keanu complaints. 

63. On December 28, 2023, the Court entered its operative Second Amended Order 

Granting Plaintiffs’ Motion for Class Certification, which created the Class.  

64. After the Court certified the Class, Horton deployed the same tactic it deployed in 

Takushi, invoking H.R.S. § 672E to demand to inspect the more than 4,000 Class Homes at issue 

here and asking the Court to dismiss all class homes that failed to participate in the inspections.  

65. From January 2023 to April 2025, the owners of more than 2,000 Class Homes 

allowed Horton to destructively test their homes, and the owners of an additional 2,000 Class 

Homes signed up for inspections Horton never conducted. Horton deployed inspection protocol 

similar to what it used in Takushi. To inspect the majority of these homes, Horton opened up at 

least two walls to expose dozens of lineal feet of the wall cavities, extracted multiple Titen 

Anchor and Shot Pin samples, and, for homes it built with Metal Sill Tracks, cut out Metal Sill 

Track Samples. See Exhibit 12, Sampling of Photographs from Class Home Inspections Through 

June 2024. The Nagano Class Home inspections reinforced, yet again, that Hawai‘i’s concrete 

environment is highly corrosive and, thus, irreversibly damages galvanized Metal Sill Tracks, 

Shot Pins, and Titen Anchors. Id. 

66. As a result of Horton’s conduct, the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components 

are defective and constitute major structural defects. The Galvanized Metal Foundation 

Components are irreversibly corroding and will continue to corrode irreversibly.  
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67. The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components’ corrosion in Plaintiffs’ homes 

and the Class Homes is so severe that those components are no longer capable of providing their 

designed, manufactured, specified, and intended connections and strength to secure the homes to 

their foundations and/or are not capable of providing their designed, manufactured, specified, 

and intended connections and strength to secure the homes to their foundations within their 

expected service lives, or the service lives of the homes in which they are installed.  

68. The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components are corroding and will continue to 

further corrode over time. The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components’ corrosion is so severe 

that, in many instances, it has caused cracking, spalling, and rust staining in Plaintiffs’ and Class 

Members’ foundations. 

69. The premature corrosion in Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes has caused 

both hidden damage behind the siding, as well as visible damage on the homes’ exteriors. See 

generally Exhibit 12.  

70. Wind protection systems and seismic proteciton systems are critical to securing 

homes to their foundations in high wind and seismic zones, as recognized by FEMA and the 

building trade. Thus, Horton knew or should have known the critical importance of using 

foundation components that would not corrode. Horton also knew or should have known that 

defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components were prone to corrosion when in contact 

with and proximity to concrete foundations, leading to corrosion and failure of the foundation 

attachments and damage to Plaintiffs’ homes. Yet, Horton and its building professionals 

continued to use and allow use of Galvanized Metal Foundation Components with critical 

defects, even after they knew those defects existed. 

71. The Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class 

Homes fail to function as any builder or homeowner would expect, as they do not, and will not, 

secure the homes to their foundations adequately in the event of high wind and/or seismic events. 

These Galvanized Metal Foundation Components must be repaired and replaced at significant 

expense. 
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72. As a direct result of Horton’s conduct described herein, Plaintiffs and the Class 

have suffered, and will continue to suffer, damages, including compromised Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Components and diminution in their homes’ values. Horton also deprived Plaintiffs 

and the Class of the benefit of their bargain in that Horton warranted that their homes would be 

free of structural defects, among other defects, and that Horton would promptly remedy any such 

defects. In fact, Plaintiffs’ home and Class Homes have substantial, known structural defects that 

Horton has neither promptly nor adequately remedied. 

73. The structural defects set forth herein (a) materially affect the structural integrity 

of Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes and/or their common elements; (b) have obvious and 

material negative impacts on the appearances of Plaintiffs’ home and the Class Homes and/or 

their common elements; (c) jeopardize the life and safety of the occupants of Plaintiffs’ home 

and the Class Homes, as well as visitors to and near Class Homes; and (d) result in the inability 

of Plaintiffs’ home and the Class Homes to provide the functions that are reasonably expected of 

a residential dwelling. In addition, the defects here are major structural defects that include actual 

physical damage to one or more of the following specified load-bearing components of the 

home, causing the failure of the specific major structural components, and which affects its load-

baring function to the degree that it materially affects the physical safety of the occupants of the 

home.  

74. Horton failed to protect the metal components in and in proximity to the Class 

Members’ concrete foundations from corrosion, affecting their homes’ structural integrity, 

placing people and property in danger. 

75. As set forth above, Horton’s conduct and breaches of duty were intentional, 

malicious, and in complete disregard to the rights of Plaintiffs and the Class, entitling Plaintiffs 

and the Class to an award of punitive damages. 

76. As part of the purchases for their Class Homes, Plaintiffs and Class Members paid 

for Horton’s ten-year warranties on their Class Homes, which are provided in Horton’s 

substantially similar form Home Purchase Agreements. 
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Horton’s Purchase Agreements and Warranties for Plaintiffs’ Homes and the Class 

Homes 

77. Insofar as the claims and remedies at issue here are concerned, Horton’s form 

Purchase Agreements with the Plaintiffs and Class Members are substantially similar. 

78. As part of their Class Home purchase price, Plaintiffs and all Class Members paid 

for form ten-year warranties. 

79. Horton’s form Purchase Agreements provided for either the Home Builder’s 

Limited Warranty (“HBLW”), an exemplar of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 13, or the 

Residential Warranty Company, LLC Limited Warranty (“RWCLW”), an exemplar of which is 

attached hereto as Exhibit 14. Insofar as the claims and remedies at issue here are concerned, 

Horton’s form Purchase Agreements, HBLWs, and RWCLWs are substantially similar. Through 

these documents, Horton uniformly promised that Class Homes owned by Plaintiffs, the Class 

Members, and subsequent purchasers are free of structural defects, among other defects; 

Horton’s warranties the Class Homes run for ten years from the close of escrow dates, rather 

than the substantial completion dates; and Horton uniformly committed to repair and replace or 

pay to repair and replace structural defects, including those at issue here, among other remedies. 

80. Also insofar as the claims and remedies at issue here are concerned, Horton has 

by conduct waived and/or abandoned, among other provisions, (a) all Purchase Agreement, 

HBLW, and RWCLW provisions concerning informal dispute resolution and arbitration; (b) all 

provisions concerning warranty performance; and (c) all provisions concerning elections and/or 

limitations of remedies. Since the Naganos and Hills gave Horton its first notice of their claims 

and the Class Claims on June 24, 2021 and since the Naganos, Hills, and Keanu provided Horton 

notice of their claims and the Class Claims multiple times since then, Horton chose to actively 

participate in court litigation, has not demanded arbitration, and has not performed under the 

warranties by offering to repair, replace, pay for, or otherwise remedy any of the defects covered 

by the warranties. 
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81. Finally, Horton’s Purchase Agreements, HBLW, and RWCLW provisions 

purporting to disclaim defects, limit legal claims, and/or limit remedies are unconscionable and 

unenforceable for substantially similar reasons. 

CLASS ACTION ALLEGATIONS 

82. Pursuant to HRCP Rule 23, Plaintiffs bring this action on behalf of themselves 

and all others who are similarly situated. The Court certified the following Class definition: 
 
All individuals and entities that own or represent owners of residential homes, 
condominiums, and townhomes in Hawai‘i sold by Horton and that were 
constructed with any Galvanized Metal Foundation Components (galvanized 
metal sill tracks, galvanized metal embedded shot pins, and/or galvanized metal 
embedded anchors, all of which are in contact with and proximity to foundations). 
 
This Class definition specifically excludes individual and entity owners of all 
Horton homes built with all models of Simpson HD Strap-Tie Holdowns and 
MAS Mudsill Anchors who are already members of the certified Class and 
Subclass in Townsend N. Takushi and Joanne E. Brykczynski Living Trust v. D.R. 
Horton, Inc., et al., State of Hawai‘i Circuit Court of the First Circuit Civil No. 

18-1-1748-10 GWBC. 
 

83. The Court found that this matter satisfies the requirements of HRCP 23 and 

certified the Class. 

84. The Court found that the Class Members are so numerous that joinder is 

impracticable because Plaintiffs submitted evidence that the proposed Class exceeds a thousand 

members. 

85. The Court found typicality satisfied because Plaintiffs’ allegations are typical of 

the claims of the Class.  

86. The Court found adequacy satisfied because adequate counsel represented 

Plaintiffs, and no conflict exists between Plaintiffs and the then-proposed Class. Thus, Plaintiffs’ 

counsel and Plaintiffs will fairly and adequately protect the interests of the Class.   

87. The Court further found commonality satisfied because Plaintiffs’ allegations 

were sufficient to establish questions of law or fact common to all Class Members and that 
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common questions predominate over any individual questions.  

88. The following common questions and issues arising from the Class Member 

claims are just a few of the many that predominate here: 

• Whether the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components have corroded or will 

corrode; 

• Whether the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components can serve their 

purpose of securing Class Homes to their foundations; 

• Whether the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components function as builders 

and/or homeowners would reasonably expect; 

• Whether Horton knew or should have known that its selection, specification, 

use of, and/or sales of Class Homes with non-corrosion resistant, Galvanized 

Metal Foundation Components created, and continue to create a serious risk of 

physical harm and property damage; 

• Whether Horton knew or should have known that its selection, specification, 

use of, and/or sales of Class Homes with Galvanized Metal Foundation 

Components created, and continue to create, a serious risk of physical harm 

and property damage; 

• Whether Horton’s selection, specification, use of, and/or sales of Class Homes 

with Galvanized Metal Foundation Components have put and/or will risk 

putting Class Members, their families, and the community, in danger;  

• Whether irreversibly corroding Galvanized Metal Foundation Components 

constitute construction defects;  

• Whether Class Members suffered damages due to Horton’s design, 

development, construction, and/or sale of Class Homes with Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Components; 

• Whether Horton’s design, development, construction, and/or sale of homes 

with Galvanized Metal Foundation Components breached express or implied 
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warranties; 

• Whether Horton breached a duty of care to Class Members by designing, 

developing, constructing, and/or selling homes with Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Components;  

• Whether Horton engaged in unfair and deceptive acts by designing, 

developing, constructing, and/or selling homes with Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Components, including whether Horton’s disclosures, statements, 

and/or omissions thereon constituted unfair and deceptive acts; 

• Whether Horton fraudulently concealed known defects in Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Components from the Class and, if so, how far back in time 

Horton’s fraudulent concealment tolled the statute of limitations and/or statute 

of repose for the Class; 

• Whether the Class is entitled to punitive damages; 

• Whether the Class is entitled to treble damages; and 

• Whether the Class is entitled to attorney fees and costs. 

89. These and other common questions predominate over all Class Members’ claims, 

including those of the Class Representatives. There is essentially no difference between the 

appointed Class Representatives’ claims and the other Class Members’ claims. As a result, the 

appointed and proposed Class Representatives’ claims are typical of, if not identical to, those 

they represent and seek to represent. 

90. The Court also found that a class action is superior to other available methods for 

the fair and efficient adjudication of the controversy. Class treatment will permit thousands of 

similarly situated persons to prosecute their common claims in a single forum simultaneously, 

efficiently, and without duplication. Separate trials adjudicating Horton’s liability will be 

inefficient and will run the risk of producing inconsistent verdicts. Consolidating the litigation of 

all Class Members will enhance judicial economy and promote justice. Class treatment will also 

permit adjudication of relatively small claims by many Class Members who could not 
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individually afford to litigate the claims asserted in this Complaint. There are no difficulties that 

would preclude class action treatment of this lawsuit, and no superior alternative exists for the 

fair and efficient adjudication of this controversy. 

91. The Court approved the Notice Plan, which was effectuated through direct mail 

notice and publication notice to the Class. 

COUNT I—BREACH OF EXPRESS WARRANTY 

92. Plaintiffs and the Class restate and reallege each and every allegation contained in 

the foregoing paragraphs as though fully set forth herein. 

93. Horton provided express ten-year warranties in their Purchase Agreements, the 

HBLW, and the RWCLW which, insofar as the warranty claims and remedies at issue here are 

concerned, are substantially similar. Through its warranties, Horton uniformly promised that 

Class Homes owned by Plaintiffs, the Class Members, and subsequent purchasers are free of 

structural defects, among other defects; Horton’s warranties the Class Homes run for ten years 

from the close of escrow dates; and Horton uniformly committed to repair and replace or pay to 

repair and replace structural defects, including those at issue here, among other remedies.  

94. The construction defects set forth herein qualify as structural defects covered by 

all Plaintiffs homes’ and Class Home’s warranties. 

95. Horton breached its warranties by designing, developing, building, and/or selling 

Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes with Galvanized Metal Foundation Components that are 

failing and will continue to fail over the service lives of the homes in which they are installed. 

96. Horton also breached its warranties by delaying inspections, investigation, and 

testing of these construction defects; failing to repair or replace these construction defects; and/or 

failing to pay Class Members for the cost to repair and replace these construction defects.  

97. By its conduct detailed herein, Horton has waived and/or abandoned, among other 

provisions, (a) all Purchase Agreement, HBLW, and RWCLW provisions concerning informal 

dispute resolution and arbitration; (b) all provisions concerning warranty performance; and (c) all 

provisions concerning elections and/or limitations of remedies. 
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98. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s breaches of its warranties, Horton 

deprived Plaintiffs and the Class of the benefit of the bargain of their contracts with Horton.  

99. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s breaches of its warranties, Plaintiffs and 

the Class suffered damages in amounts to be proven at trial. 

COUNT II—BREACH OF IMPLIED WARRANTY 

100. Plaintiffs and the Class restate and reallege each and every allegation contained in 

the foregoing paragraphs as though fully set forth herein. 

101. Horton is in the business of developing, building, and selling residential homes to 

the public, including to Plaintiffs and the Class.  

102. Plaintiffs and the Class, as homeowners, reasonably expected that the homes they 

purchased from Horton, or from intermediary owners who originally purchased their homes from 

Horton, were built without defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components; would be 

properly attached to the foundations for their service lives; and would have wind and/or seismic 

protection systems that would require neither homeowner maintenance and repairs nor pose 

serious safety problems.  

103. In the development, building, and sale of Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes 

to the public, Horton impliedly warranted that the homes were constructed in a reasonably 

workmanlike manner and that the Class Homes were, and would continue to be, habitable.  

104. Horton failed to construct Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes in a reasonably 

workmanlike manner, and the Class Homes were not and are not habitable because the 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Component defects expose and/or will expose Plaintiffs and the 

Class, their family members, their guests, and their surrounding communities to serious life, 

safety, and property risks. 

105. The construction defects set forth herein are structural defects. 

106. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s breach of its implied warranties, Plaintiffs 

and the Class have suffered damages in amounts to be proven at trial.  
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COUNT III–NEGLIGENCE 

107. Plaintiffs and the Class restate and reallege each and every allegation contained in 

the foregoing paragraphs as though fully set forth herein. 

108. As a developer and builder of residential homes sold to the public, Horton owed a 

duty of due care in designing and building Class Homes to be free from construction defects and 

major structural defects; to be free from components that endanger life, safety, and property; to 

be free from construction and major structural defects that have obvious and material negative 

impacts on the homes’ appearances; and to function as homeowners would reasonably expect a 

residential dwelling to function. 

109. Horton breached its duty of due care to Plaintiffs and the Class through the 

following acts, among others: (1) designing, developing, building, and selling homes with 

defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components that fail to connect the homes to their 

foundations properly; (2) designing, developing, building, and selling homes in Hawai‘i’s 

environment that promoted Galvanized Metal Foundation Component corrosion; and 

(3) designing, developing, building, and selling homes with Galvanized Metal Foundation 

Components that compromise the intended strengths of the Class Homes’ wind and seismic 

protection systems.  

110. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s breaches of its duties of due care, 

Plaintiffs and the Class have suffered damages in amounts to be proven at trial.  

COUNT IV— UNFAIR BUSINESS PRACTICES  

IN VIOLATION OF HRS §§ 480-2 et seq.  

111. Plaintiffs and the Class restate and reallege each and every allegation contained in 

the foregoing paragraphs as though fully set forth herein. 

112. As natural persons, Plaintiffs and the Class are consumers. 

113. Horton engaged in unfair and deceptive acts or practices when it, among other 

misconduct described herein, designed, developed, built, and sold homes with defective 

Galvanized Metal Foundation Components; failed to build homes that would retain the original 
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design strengths specified for their wind protection systems and, where applicable, seismic 

protection systems; failed to disclose that the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components would 

corrode prematurely in Hawai‘i’s corrosive foundation environments; and refused to comply 

with its ten-year warranties’ requirements to promptly inspect, repair and replace, or pay the cost 

to repair and replace defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components. In addition, Horton 

knew or should have known that corrosion of the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in 

the Class Homes compromises their structural integrity, but failed to warn or otherwise inform 

Plaintiffs and the Class about these critical structural, life, and safety defects.  

114. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s unfair and deceptive acts and practices, 

Plaintiffs and the Class suffered damages, including causing them to incur attorney fees and 

costs, in amounts to be proven at trial.  

115. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s unfair and deceptive acts and practices, 

Plaintiffs and the Class are entitled to an award of three times their damages, attorney fees, and 

costs, in amounts to be proven at trial.  

COUNT V—FRAUDULENT CONCEALMENT  

116. Plaintiffs and the Class restate and reallege each and every allegation contained in 

the foregoing paragraphs as though fully set forth herein. 

117. Prior to selling Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes, Horton had extensive 

knowledge about the severe risk of corrosion of Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in 

Hawai‘i through its Clean and Patch Program.  

118. Horton had additional, extensive knowledge about the corrosion of Galvanized 

Metal Foundation Components in Hawai‘i through its Takushi § 672E inspections.  

119. The Hawai‘i building trade, including Horton, also had knowledge about the 

severe risk of corrosion of Galvanized Metal Foundation Components in Hawai‘i since at least as 

early as 2009 based on publicly available court records and related changes to the law.  

120. Notwithstanding its extensive knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation 

Component corrosion statewide, Horton continued to use Galvanized Metal Foundation 
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Components in Plaintiffs’ homes and the Class Homes.  

121. Also notwithstanding its extensive knowledge of Galvanized Metal Foundation 

Component corrosion statewide, through its Purchase Agreements and warranties, Horton falsely 

warranted to Plaintiffs and the Class that the Class Homes were free of structural defects and that 

it would repair and replace or pay the cost to repair and replace structural defects in the Class 

Homes. 

122. Horton knew its warranties to Plaintiffs and the Class were false. 

123. Horton contemplated that Plaintiffs and the Class would rely on its 

misrepresentations. 

124. Plaintiffs and the Class reasonably and detrimentally relied on Horton’s 

misrepresentations. 

125. Horton also failed to disclose to Plaintiffs and the Class that Hawai‘i’s corrosive 

foundation environments would severely damage galvanized metal foundation components, 

particularly the Galvanized Metal Foundation Components.  

126. Horton concealed the defective Galvanized Metal Foundation Components from 

Plaintiffs and the Class. 

127. Horton knew the information it omitted and concealed from Plaintiffs and the 

Class was material to purchases of the Class Homes. It knew that omitting said material 

information would induce purchases of those homes and, conversely, that disclosure of said 

material information would have deterred purchases of those homes. 

128. Horton continued to gain additional, extensive knowledge of Galvanized Metal 

Foundation Component Corrosion in the Class Home through its § 672E inspections in this case.  

129. Nevertheless, Horton continued to falsely warrant to Plaintiffs and the Class that 

the Class Homes were free of structural defects and that it would repair and replace or pay the 

cost to repair and replace structural defects in the Class Homes. 

130. Horton knew its warranties to Plaintiffs and the Class were false. 
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131. Horton also omitted and concealed material information from Plaintiffs and the 

Class during the warranty period, long enough to attempt to run out Class Members’ warranties. 

132. Plaintiffs and the Class reasonably and detrimentally relied on Horton’s 

misrepresentations. 

133. As a legal and direct result of Horton’s fraudulent concealment, both by its 

misrepresentations and by its omissions of material information, Plaintiffs and the Class suffered 

damages in an amount to be proven at trial. 

134. Pursuant to H.R.S. § 657-20, Horton’s fraudulent concealment legally tolls any 

statute of limitations and/or statute of repose that may apply for every claim at issue.  

 

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs and the Class pray for judgment and relief as follows: 

1. Confirmation that this lawsuit is properly maintainable as a class action; 

2. Certification of the Class; 

3. Appointment of the named Plaintiffs as Class Representatives; 

4. Appointment of Class Counsel;  

5. Damages, according to proof; 

6. Diminution in value, according to proof; 

7. Injunctive relief; 

8. Specific performance; 

9. Punitive damages; 

10. Treble damages; 

11. Prejudgment and post-judgment interest;  

12. Attorney fees and costs; and  

13. Such other and further relief the Court may deem just and proper.

a. Clean the rust off the strap until it is bare steel. 

b. Measure the steel section with a calibrated ultrasonic steel thickness gauge of the 

appropriate type for 10 and 12 gauge steel. 

c. The minimum thickness must meet the minimum thickness listed in the Strap Thickness 

Table. 

d. Straps that do not meet the minimum thickness shall be replaced with an interior 

holdown as described here. 

3. Remove the rusted section of the strap as shown in the appropriate details and prepare 

concrete for patch materials.

To Whom It May Concern: 

This letter is written to address proper installation of concrete embedded products such as Simpson 
Strong-Tie STHD, LSTHD, PAHD, and HPAHD strap holdowns along with MAS/MASA mudsill anchors. 
Corrosion issues potentially related to misinstallation of such products will also be discussed. 

Simpson Strong-Tie has become aware of problems regarding concrete spalling and corrosion of 
embedded products around the perimeter of some homes in Oahu, Hawai'i. While the cause of these 
problems is still under investigation, there does not appear to be any defect in the design or 
manufacturing of such products. Possible causes of the corrosion may be related to construction 
practices or construction materials used in conjunction with the embedded concrete products, 
environmental, a combination of the aforementioned, or other factors. 

During the course of our investigation we have found widespread misinstallations of the aforementioned 
embedded concrete products which can adversely affect their allowable load capacity. While we cannot 
say at this time that there is some connection between misinstallation and the corrosion issues, corrosion 
does appear to occur more frequently where embedded products have been misinstalled. Accordingly, 
we believe it prudent to share what we have learned thus far to assist in properly installing these products 
in the future. 

To date, the most common forms of misinstallation observed have been (1) strap holdowns or mudsill 
anchors embedded too low into the concrete; and (2) excessive bending of the strap hold own (more than 
once), in contravention of Simpson Strong-Tie installation instructions. Embedding the straps too low 
and bending them more than once increases the likelihood that the concrete behind the product will spall. 
There appears to be a strong correlation between the occurrence of rust and spalled concrete where the 
embedded concrete products have been misinstalled. 

There are a number of ways to reduce the occurrence of misinstallation of these products and spalling of 
concrete. Simpson Strong-Tie recommends the following: 

(1) Refer to Simpson Strong-Tie's installation instructions related to the aforementioned concrete 
embedded products, which can be found in both our current print catalog and online at 
www.strongtie.com. In addition, Simpson Strong-Tie offers complimentary training on the proper 
installation of these products. Please contact a Simpson Strong-Tie Representative for training; 

(2) Ensure the strap holdowns are not embedded too low in the concrete. The Simpson Strong-Tie 
reusable StrapMate Strap Holder (SM1) is specifically designed to help keep strap holdowns 
vertically aligned and at proper depth during the concrete pour; 

(3) Allow the concrete to cure completely before bending the strap holdowns. Please refer to the 
instructions and recommendations of your concrete specifier regarding proper cure times under 
various conditions; and 

(4) Only bend the strap holdowns or mudsill anchors once, in accordance with Simpson Strong-Tie 
installation instructions; 
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Concrete spalls in the vicinity of structural connectors should be carefully repaired in a prompt manner to 
reduce the potential for corrosion. Proper selection of repair material is a complex subject which should 
be addressed by the engineer of record to ensure an appropriate and effective patch. Material properties 
such as permeability, bond strength and cohesiveness, and shrinkage characteristics all play a role in its 
performance and finished appearance, especially in aggressive exterior environments (e.g., high 
humidity). Additional protection of repaired areas with the use of sealants should also be considered. 
Improper consideration of the material selection process may lead to future spalling and accumulation of 
moisture which accelerates corrosion. Several useful resources currently available are shown below.

Simpson Strong-Tie is aware of issues regarding corrosion around the perimeter of some slab-on-grade foundations in the State of
Hawaii, related to steel products that are made by multiple manufacturers, and which are either in contact with, or embedded in, the
concrete. As this has involved some of our products, Simpson Strong-Tie takes these instances seriously and has been investigating
the causes of the corrosion.

In general, we have identified a number of factors that may contribute to the corrosion of steel products in contact with, or embedded
in, some concrete slabs in Hawaii, including: misinstallation, the local environment, and construction practices and materials, including
quality and composition of the concrete. Steel products in contact with, or embedded in, the foundation, such as bottom CFS tracks,
anchor bolts, reinforcing bar, and steel straps and anchors have all been observed to be experiencing accelerated corrosion in some
instances.

Consistent with its generally applicable guidelines and warnings, Simpson Strong-Tie recommends that builders work closely with
their specifiers and corrosion engineers to make sure they understand the corrosion issues that may present themselves on any given
project. Many environments and materials can contribute to corrosion, including ocean salt air, condensation, duration of wetness,
chlorides, sulfates, preservative-treated wood, dissimilar metals, soils, and more. The building design and implementation, quality of
construction, and incidents of misinstallation can directly affect the exposure to corrosive conditions of products in contact with, or
embedded in, concrete. A product intended and installed for use in a dry-service environment may corrode if the structure design or
building materials allow moisture intrusion, or expose the product to corrosive conditions, such as moisture or chemicals contained in
the construction materials, soils, or atmospheres.

Specifiers should also take into consideration specifying the appropriate design mix for the concrete foundation and follow the
durability provisions of the latest building code and the standards set forth by the American Concrete Institute. Chloride deposition
rates for Hawaii should be considered as well as chloride content in the soils. Designers must take all of these factors into account
when deciding which Simpson Strong-Tie products to use with which corrosion-resistant coatings or materials, especially when in
contact with other materials such as concrete.

1804.7.1 Increased runoff.  During construction, an Erosion and Sediment Control Plan (ESCP) shall be prepared in
compliance with the Rules Relating to Water Quality to implement BMP and good housekeeping practices intended to
minimize the discharge of runoff containing sediment and pollutants, resulting from the construction activities, into the
Receiving Waters.  Stormwater management systems must address the increase in runoff that would occur resulting from
development on the building site and will either:

1. Manage rainfall onsite and size the management system to retain not less than the volume of a single storm that is equal
to the 95th percentile rainfall event as recorded by the National Climate Data Center or other approved precipitation
records and all smaller storms and maintain the predevelopment natural runoff; or

2. Maintain or restore the predevelopment stable, natural runoff hydrology of the site throughout the development or
redevelopment process.  Post-construction runoff rate, volume, and duration must not exceed predevelopment rates. 
For a redevelopment site, the existing impervious surfaces must be reduced by a minimum of 10 percent, or the
stormwater management design must capture and treat 10 percent of the stormwater from the existing impervious
surfaces, or a combination of the two equal to not less than a 10 percent reduction/treatment of the stormwater runoff
from the impervious surfaces runoff.  The stormwater management system design must be based, in part, on a hydrologic
analysis of the building site.

1804.7.2 Permanent post-construction.  A post construction BMP plan, including the required storm water quality report,
operation and maintenance plan, and checklist, shall be prepared in compliance with the Rules Relating to Water Quality
to implement Low Impact Development site design strategies, source control BMPs, and storm water treatment control
BMPs to reduce the pollution associated with certain types of new development and Redevelopment projects.

1804.7.2.1  Hierarchy of treatment control BMPs.

1. Retain on-site by infiltration, evapo-transpiration, or harvest and reuse, as much of the calculated storm water
quality volume (WQV) as feasible.

2. Biofilter the remaining portion of the WQV, as feasible.

3. Use alternate treatment methods, including, but not limited to, detention, filtration, and proprietary manufactured
treatment device (MTD), to treat the remainder of the WQV that is not retained on-site or biofiltered.

1804.7.2.2 Special inspection.  The owner or an authorized agent shall designate a Certified Water Pollution Plan Preparer
(CWPPP) to provide inspections during the construction of requirements under section 1804.7.2.  These inspections are
in addition to those specified in Section 110.

(117) Amending Subsection 1805.4.3.  Subsection 1805.4.3 is amended to read:

1805.4.3 Drainage discharge.  The floor base and foundation perimeter drain must discharge by gravity or mechanical
means into an approved drainage system that complies with the Plumbing Code.

3. For structural glued laminated members made up of dimensional lumber, engineered wood products, or structural
composite lumber, pressure treated in accordance with AWPA U 1 (UC1 through UC4B) or by Light Oil Solvent
Preservative (LOSP) treatment standard as approved by the building official.  Water based treatment processes as
listed in paragraphs 1 and 2 are not allowed to be used on these products unless specified by a structural engineer for
use with reduced load values.

4. For structural composite wood products by non-pressure process treated in accordance with AWPA Standard U1
(UC1, UC2 and UC3A) or approved by the building official.

48. Preservative-treated wood

fee will be subtracted frorn the cash payment.

5. If the Warantor pays the reasonable cost of repailing a

warranted item, the payment shall be made to you and to
any mortgagee or mortgagee's successor as each of your
interests may appear; provided that the mortgagee has

notified the Administrator in writing of its security inter-
est in the Home prior to such payment. Warrantor shall
not have any obligation to make payment jointly to the

Purchaser and rnortgagee where the mortgagee has not
notified your Builder or the Adrninistrator in writing of
its security interest in the Home prior to such payment.
Any rnortgagee shall be completely bound by any me-

diation or arbitration relating to a request for warranty
performance between you and the Warantor.*

Prior to payment for the reasonable cost ol repair or
replacement of warranted iterns, you rnust sign and de-

liver to the Builder or the Administrator, as applicable,
a full and unconditional release, in recordable fonn,
of all legal obligations with respect to the warranted
Defects and any conditions arising frorn the waranted
items.

Upon completion of repair or replacement of a warrant-
ed Defect, you lnust sign and deliver to the Builder or
the Administrator, as applicable, a full and uncondition-
al release, in recordable tbrm. of all legal obligations
with respect to the Def-ect and any conditions arising
from the situation.

If the Warrantor repairs, replaces or pays you the
reasonable cost to repair or replace a warranted iteur,
the Warrantor shall be subrogatecl io all _rrour rights ol
recovery against any prrson or entity.

and take any and all other actions necessary to secul'e

such rights. including, but not liuritecl to, assignrnenr

of proceeds of any insurance or other lvaranties io
the Warrantor. You shall do nothing to prejudice these

rights ofsubrogation.

Any Warrantor obligation is conditioned upon your
proper maintenance of the Horne, comlnon elements

and grounds to prevent damage due to neglect, abnor-
tlal use or improper maintenauce.
